    Dead head annuals, especially fuschias and petunias, to promote continuous bloom.  

 

 

            

*

    Cut back bearded iris foliage after bloom,  to discourage iris borer infestations.  Dig 

 

            

and divide iris, discard rhizomes t

hat are not healthy.

 

 

            

*

    Avoid scalping lawns by raising mower decks 1/2” higher during hot weather (to 

 

            

prevent stress to turf).  Water thoroughly o

nce a week

,

 to equal 1”

,

 if rain is lacking.  

 

            

Consider installing a rain guage to track precipitation. Consult our 

‘Guide to Watering 

 

            

New Installations’ 

Fact Sheet for advice on properly watering the landscape.

 

 

            

*

    Frequent , light waterings of trees/shrubs or lawns 

should be avoided 

because it 

 

            

encourages shallow root development which 

make plants much more susceptible to 

 

            

drought damage. Deep waterings are best.

 

 

            

*

    Consider planting a white evening garden to take advantage of  summer evenings. 

 

            

Install lights or decorative torches for ad

ded ambience. Incorporate citronella plants 

 

            

(

Pelargonium sp

. which is an annual scented geranium) and citronella oils for torch

es to 

 

            

deter pesky mosquitos.

 

 

            

*

    Cut back early perennials to promote fall rebloom.

 

 

            

*

    Consider applying mulch in, at least, a one foot radius around tree trunks to 

 

            

prevent getting too close with mowers and pos

sibly damaging  them

—

or, better yet,  

 

            

combine beauty 

and

 function by planting  groundcovers around the base

 

 

            

*

     Japanese beetles will begin to make their annoying annual visit. Deter them from 

 

            

prized areas by placing traps with both f

loral and sex lures in areas were their 

 

            

damaging presence won’t be as bothersome; OR spray affected plants with an 

 

            

insecticide especially targeted to Japanese Beetles.

    Root your favorite coleus in water to enjoy indoors throughout the winter.

 

 

            

*

    Divide and replant overgrown perennials taking into consideration “dead” areas 

 

            

that need color.

 

 

            

*

    Begin harvesting herbs now for drying to use during the winter.

 

 

            

*

    Replace vegetables already harvested with cool season crops such as cabbage, 

 

            

broccoli, cauliflower and brussels sprouts for

 fresh eating  late into fall.

 

 

            

*

     Pinch and cut back leggy petunias (both bedding and cascading types) to promote 

 

            

new growth and flowers for fall enjoyment

.

 

 

            

*

    Plant autumn crocus and garden chrysanthemums for fall color

.

 

 

            

*

     Visit Little York Plantation for great ideas to extend the planting season by 

 

            

incorporating cold tolerant annuals and pere

nnials such as fall pansies, flowering kale, 

 

            

‘Icicles’ licorice, grasses, chrysanthemums, english ivy, sedums, and vinca.

‘traditional’ bulb fetilizers

—

they provide little 

 

            

fertilizer value and often tend to attract small rodents 

 

            

that can cause damage to the

     Late summer is a great time to build a compost 

 

            

bin for autumn leaves and container soils for use next 

 

            

season

—

and beyind.
