Annuals are generally defined as plants that fulfill their life cycle in one growing

 season 

–

 that is, 

they are planted after frost, enjoyed throughout the summer and will not come back the subsequent 

gro

w

ing season. Annuals are most in demand for their instant, often showy color that, with care 

(adequate water and regular fertiliz

ation) will bloom for 

months

. Perennials, in comparison, though they 

return year after year, will only bloom for 4

-

6 weeks.
