Astilbe
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Astilbe (pronounced ‘a STIL bee’) is a beautiful, feathery plume-flowered perennial for the shady or semi–shady garden. Astilbe prefers moist peaty soils – and can make a useful addition to boggy areas of the landscape. They have deeply cut foliage, often coppery in spring, that can be varying shades of deep green and green with burgundy casts. Flowers make their appearance from June to August and come in a great range of rosy colors.

For continuous success and healthy development, we recommend dividing clumps of Astilbe in the early spring or fall. A small saw may be needed to break the dense root system apart.

Astilbe, as well as being tremendously beautiful in the landscape, make a wonderful fresh cut flower and can be easily air dried for everlasting arrangements and dried flower crafts. 

Great companion plants for Astilbe are Hosta, Wintercreeper, Chameleon, Bleeding Heart, Bugleweed, Toad Lily, and Ferns - all of which prefer and thrive in moist shade.
