Weeping Trees
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Tree specimens with weeping habits add tremendous ornamental interest in the garden with their awe inspiring, graceful and  pendulous branching. Some varieties boast delicate spring blossoms, like Weeping Cherry (Prunus subhirtella ‘pendula’ pictured at left) or ‘fuzzy’ catkins like the Weeping Pussy Willow. We also offer ornamental coniferous (evergreen) specimens for enduring, all season visual interest. Weeping tress are among some of our favorites for the home landscape. All the specimens and varieties listed below are used in our landscapes—we have found that they thrive and perform tremendously well here in Central New York. We have included each specimen’s mature height, if known, to better help you choose the most appropriate sized specimen for your landscape.
